Community Exit Gates Open During Busy Hours 
 

Board President Masto also requested this item for discussion.   In checking with security 
on the frequency of vehicles leaving the community, there is a spike from 7:00 AM to 
about 9:30 AM and again in the afternoon from 3:15 PM to about 7:30 PM.  There are no 
actual statistics that show EXITING vehicle counts.  We only track/record incoming 
vehicles. 
 
Advantages 
-  reduces wear and tear on the gate opening mechanism 
-  reduces traffic delays during peak hours 
 
Disadvantages  
-  drivers proceeding too fast through the area 
-  too many people walking, jogging or cycling who could be hit by a fast-moving car 
-  anxious/impatient drivers entering the wrong way through the open exit gates 
-  with the gates open, pedestrians and cyclists will use the driveway, not the sidewalk
